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The Erasmus+ Programme of the European
Union awarded a grant to the European Commu-
nity Studies Association in Canada (ECSA-C) for
the project “Building capacity for Canada’s
European Studies community: the Europe-
an Community Studies Association Canada
(ECSA-C) as a research and outreach hub
(ECSA-Cn)”.
